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Word Rally
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HERE’'S WHAT YOU DO:

(5 to 10 minutes)

Set the sand timer. Choose
one person to shake up the Word
Rally. Have kids race the timer

to form a word by using any
combination of the letters in the
Word Rally. If the timer goes off
before kids have created a word,
reset the timer and try again. Then
encourage kids to talk about the
word they made. For example, if the
word is table, have kids talk about
something they ate at a table this
week—or they can discuss their
favorite table or even a periodic
table they worked on in school!

(up to 5 minutes)

This quarter, kids are learning

this foundational attribute about
God: God is loving. Reinforce that
truth all week long by sharing a
story from your week about how
you saw that God is loving, and
encouraging kids to share stories
of their own. Then open your Bible
and review the Key Verse for the
week or check out the Key Verse
song on the CD. The Key Verse
and lyrics can be found on the
back of the Bible Buzz cards.
Key Verses are as follows: Hebrews
13:5b (weeks 1-5), John 3:16 (weeks
6-9), and Romans 5:8 (weeks
10-13).

Buzz Boomerangs

Bible Buzz Cards

(25 to 30 minutes)

Lay out the five Bible Buzz
cards for today’s Bible lesson,
picture down. First follow the
directions on the card with

the Bible icon to lead kids in
experiencing the Bible passage.
Then choose a target for kids to hit
with the Buzz boomerangs.
Determine which color comes
closest to the target. The person
wearing the most of that color
gets to choose the next card to
experience. Lead kids by following
the instructions on the chosen
card. Repeat for the rest of the
cards.

Buzz Pens

(5 to 10 minutes)

Form The Amazing Grace teams

(a team can be two people, and
you'll need no more than three
teams). Have a person from each
team roll the challenge cubes.
To apply today’s lesson, have each
team decide on a project they
could do within the money, time,
and location constraints on the
cubes. The project will tie to today’s
service challenge, such as helping
someone with a physical need. Then
have teams report their Amazing
Grace projects. As a group, choose
one project that everyone will take
on as The Amazing Grace project for
this week. Give each person a Faith
Buzz at Home card, and have
kids write on their card The Amazing
Grace project your group chose.

Challenge Cubes

(5 minutes)

Have kids sit in a circle, and give
one person the Tangle. Set out
the sand timer. The first person
tightly tangles up the Tangle and
then quickly passes it to the next
person, who completely untangles
it and passes it to the next person,

who will tightly tangle it, and so on.

Have kids try to pass the Tangle
as many times as possible. When
the sand timer runs out, have
the person holding the Tangle
find the word closest to his or her
right thumb—thanks or help, for
example. Kids will use that word
as a prayer prompt to either pray
prayers of thanksgiving or prayers
for help, depending on the word.

(up to 5 minutes)

Kids keep growing when the faith
conversation goes home. Use the
innovative Faith Buzz at Home
pieces to get families talking about
faith. The first week, give each
person a set of Challenge cubes
and the Faith Buzz at Home
for Parents card to take home.
Then, every week, each person
takes home his or her personalized
Faith Buzz at Home card.
Families can choose to roll the
challenge cubes again at home
to come up with their own way to
complete the service challenge or
they can choose to do the group
project. Have kids report their
project and the outcome next
week. Encourage kids to help their
families grow in faith this week by
experiencing Faith Buzz at Home.
