2. READ THE BIBLE STORY.

As a group, read Joshua 3. Take turns reading—
divide up the verses so everyone gets a chance
to read.

3. DEVELOP YOUR MOVES.

As a group, determine how you can illustrate,
using only your bodies, the Bible story. As
someone reads the verses aloud, the rest of
the group will physically interpret the story.
For example, in verse 6 where Joshua tells the
priests to take up the ark, you can pretend
to lift the holy ark by imaginary poles (or you
could even find something to represent the

palm of your hand. If your teacher has already
provided the rocks, they should be right in
front of you—so pick one up!

4. MARK THE ROCK.

Using a black marker, put a symbol on the rock
that illustrates the miracle God performed in
the Bible story.
